Sharon Servilio's work explores our relationship to images; she is fascinated by
the mysterious impulse that drove the earliest images, as well as the current
availability, ubiquity, and manipulability of pre-existing images. In attempting to
process both these concepts and others in between, her paintings combine
prehistoric source material, post-modern thought experiments, and a porous
notion of time.
